Requirements for article* preparation:

1.
Article name must be short, informative, correspond to provide material.

2.
Authors should be written, noting their names, surnames and work places.

3.
Abstract should be written (in the article‘s language) in the beginning of the article and should not exceed half the page. Briefly described goal of research, research object, methods, main results and most important conclusions. 

4.
Keywords are written after the summary for information search (4 - 6 words).

5.
Introduction should be for showing goal of work, tasks, research methods and work novelty.

6.
Research results. Here should be provided and described clear and valid research data in SI measurement system units and statistical rates. Data should be presented in text, tables or figures, without repeat.

7.
 Discussion and conclusions. Here one should compare observed tendencies with other authors data and provide clear and brief conclusions.

8.
Literature list should have all (preferably - newest) sources, cited in the article. List should be written under bibliographic requirements (See 14) 

9.
Summary should be written in English (Santrauka, if article is in Lithuanian) in the end of the article, or Lithuanian, if article is in foreign language. Here should be noted name of the article, initials of authors and their surnames.

10.
Report should be prepared with Microsoft Word 6.0 or 7.0. Text must be written with 1,5 spacing, using font Times New Roman normal, size 12 and standard code table. Page size – A4 (210x297 mm), Text margins: top – 30 mm, left, right and bottom - 20 mm. Article name and all mentioned parts of article should be written in bold. Information about authors (places of work) should be written in italic. Italic may also be used in text, for example, Latin names.
11.
Name of the table should be distinguished in bold. (For example, Table 1. Name). Rows and columns should be lined with ½ pt thickness lines. 

12.
Pictures, figures, drawings may be presented anywhere in the article (For example, Figure 1. Name). All notes in pictures (including numbers) should be written in the same font and size as in text.
13.
 References should be written in brackets (surname, year). References in the literature list should be written in this order: at first – publications of Lithuanian and foreign authors with Latin letters in alphabetical order, later – publications in Russian should be written in original letters. 
14.
Size of the article is 3-5 full pages of above written format. Editor board will only accept articles, prepared according to these requirements. Printed article with floppy disk or compact disk are presented both at indicated time.
